Free Summer Meals Program.  
Having a meal sponsor is a huge help to not only a summer meal site but also the summer program. The sponsor delivers the free meals to your site, contracts with the food vendor, and handles the majority of the program administration.  Sites must track the meals delivered and served.  There is no cost to your site if you have a sponsor!
The D.C. Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) can sponsor your summer site but you must act NOW:
1. Complete the Site Information Form 
2. Complete the Sponsorship Agreement with DPR
